e Place the sample container on the table.

e Place the adapter straw into the urine (see the illustration)

e Push the tube stopper against the needle in the adapter. Make sure
that the urine flows into the tube.

e Hold the straw below the fluid surface as long as the urine still flows
into the tube.

e Pull the tube off the adapter.

e If you have more than one tube, fill them in the same way.

e Invert the tubes 6-8 times, to allow the air bubble to move from one
end of the tube to the other to correctly mix the preservative with
urine.
